If you will be attending an OMA event, and you are not on this list, you must 
reserve a number @ 817.320.3184 or gusse@unitedoffroadracing.com  Blue  
Backgrounds and Yellow numbers are mandatory, NO exceptions!  For the past  
years OMA has supplied Pro Racers with this material free of charge, this will no  
longer be.  OMA will supply background/number material at a cost of $60 ($20/plate).  
Also you must choose a 2-digit number.  OMA will no longer supply 3 digit numbers. 
 No blue backgrounds/yellow numbers, no start, no re fund.    
 
- All Pro’s MUST be UOR Racing Member, $40 annual fee. Race Event fee is $120.    
 
- If Pro has reserved a series number an OMA badge will be shipped to you and you will be 
on the VIP list at the gate.  Pro’s registered with OMA number DO NOT pay 
spectator/gate fee .  Each Pro will also receive a guest VIP badge for mechanic or family 
member.  If you have not followed through with an assigned number, please pay gate fee and 
see Darcy / Tonya at registration for reimbursement, and claim your VIP badges.  
 
- Pro's will pit in designated pit area on first initial pit. Pitting will be tolerated after first initial pit 
in pit area on “trackside” (you must be off to the side, NO track blocking!).  No pitting at 
scoring tent, this means fuel, hydration, or pit boards.  Pro’s are responsible for informing pit 
crew of these regulations.  This is in best interest of the scoring crew to do their best for Pro’s 
and Amateurs with no distractions.  
 
- BEWARE!  Course Cutters. If you are caught off the course, you will be disqualified. No If's, 
And's, or Defense! Disqualified. 

-Must be present & on starting line to receive points.  

-Pro's must run 9 of 10 OMA Rounds (1-throw away).  

- Staging on the start line- Each Pro will line up according to the point standings.  1st place 
gets 1st choice.  If it is your first OMA you will line up according to the number on your bike. 35 
selects before 250. 
 
- Pro practice Saturday after the last event. Reference time:  around 4 pm. 
 



 
 
 
 
 
 

  

- Each event will run 1 hour 55 minutes plus 1 lap; this time line refers to the leader of the 
event.  1:54 is not considered a full 1 hour 55 minutes.  

- We will inform Pro’s Sunday morning if they will be scanned or hand scored.  Bar code 
placement… on the left side of the helmet in the chin area.  When Pro’s are hand scored, when 
going thru the scoring tent there is no need to stop in line to be scanned.  Pro’s will stay to the 
RIGHT of the score tent and proceed past any amateurs stopping for the scanner.   

- If you pull off the track into the pits after being scanned… return to the track immediately after 
the score tent. Do not return thru the score tent. 

- Pro’s are MANDATORY to attend Pro Autograph Session ON TIME, 12:09!  No excuses, it’s 
for the kids who look up to you, so don’t be late! 

- There will be a Pro practice for Pro’s, see OMA itinerary for more info.

Purse to be awarded at OMA Banquet… 
- If any Pro qualifies for Series Award Purse, the top 5 are mandatory to attend the OMA 
Banquet.  If Pro of the top 5 is absent from banquet, there will be a 10% penalty taken out of 
Purse Award. Any complaints... please speak with Bill. 
 
- If a Pro racer begins the series mid season, does not qualify for series purse, and places in 
the top 10, he will not be awarded number earned. Top 10 numbers to Pro’s that qualify for 
year-end awards will be appointed.   
- If a Pro racer begins the series mid season does not qualify for series purse, and places in top 
10, he will not be awarded series award, at the same time no racers will be moved up to receive 
higher series purse award.
